SIGN-UP PROCEDURES: 
As mentioned previously, NO EARLY sign-up sheets.

Members may line up at 12:30. You will be given a number for each individual trip. Members must stay in the immediate area and not leave. 
You may go into the bar, but you need to have your payment ready and be ready to line up at 1:30.

When you enter the main area, please sign up for only the numbered trip.

You can sign up yourself and up to two other members in good standing for any activity or trip.

Everyone must fully complete a Trip Application form and have payment available for any trip for each person you will be signing up, 
including yourself.
