See Vista House and the
Multnomah Falls and the Bonneville Lock and Dam. Visit Pendleton, OR, which is known for its
western heritage and traditions.

Lewis and Clark
spent time in this area. Fort Walla Walla has seen the 1840s wagon trains, the 1856 military post and
the 1860s gold rush days.

into Hells Canyon National Recreation Area, the deepest river gorge in
North America. A deli-style box lunch will be served under the fruit
trees at Cache Creek Ranch. You will then travel through three states
and see the confluence of the Snake and Salmon Rivers.
